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Coaching Procedures
· Within 24 hours of incident, preferably on the same day

· Initially Head of Section to coach the student who bullied, the counsellors to coach the student being bullied for serious cases

· Ideally all homeroom teachers trained to coach to deal with low level bullying

· After the report has been made:

1. Verbal Check-in: Tell the student who was bullied time and place of coaching session and check if that is soon enough. If answer no then coach the child immediately

2. Coaching session for the student who was bullied first

Reasons:

a) greater urgency of that student to talk to someone

b) The need to obtain more information before coaching the child who bullied

c) The need to protect that child from retaliation

3. Inform student who bullied of time and place of coaching
4. Coaching session for the student who bullied
· Should there be several students involved in the incident, all students should have the chance to be coached individually should the need arise
